Spa Style Face Cloth

This is a fun first project because it only requires you to knit and purl.  And when you are done you have a lovely, spa quality, 100% cotton face cloth complete with a scrubbing side (the purl bumps) and a polishing side (the knit side).

You Will Need:

One ball (56.7 g) of Peaches and Crème in any color of your choice.  The variegated (ombre) colors look great in this project.

One pair size U.S. 7 knitting needles.

Tapestry or yarn needle.

Gauge:  20 stitches and 25 rows in stockinette stitch, but gauge is not critical for this project.

Size:  Finished size is roughly 11” by 11” but will vary depending on how many rows you choose to knit.

Instructions:  

1. Cast on 50 stitches.

2. Work Rows 1-4 in seed stitch as follows:  Row 1, *Knit one, Purl, one*  Repeat from * across row.  Row 2, *Purl one, Knit one* Repeat from * across row.  Repeat Row 1 and Row 2.

3. Row 5:  Seed stitch four stitches, purl across to last 4 stitches.  Work last 4 in seed stitch.

4. Row 6:  Seed stitch first four stitches, knit across to last 4 stitches, work in seed stitch.

5. Repeat Rows 5 and 6 until project measures 10” (or desired length).

6. Work last four rows in seed stitch,

7. Bind off.

8. Weave in ends.
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
